of the results for verification
upon check-in. Face coverings
will not be required, but anyone
desiring to wear a face covering
is encouraged to do so. Addi-
tionally, we will offer socially
distanced seating for Bible
study, Sabbath services, Sabbath
morning seminars and all contin-
uing education classes. While
we realize protocols can some-
times be daunting, we do truly
appreciate your willingness to
follow the protocols to help en-
sure a safer environment for all
attending.

Yes! Due to the high-contact
nature of basketball, we will not
have traditional basketball tour-
naments this year.
