Please take note—the deadline 
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for making hotel reservations is 
Dec. 16. 

There have been some 
questions regarding the dates 
available for the hotel rooms. 
Please understand the GHH has 
default dates of Tuesday, Dec. 
24, to Saturday, Dec. 28, that 
are posted when you arrive at 
the GHH group room landing 
page. If you use this default 
setting, the GHH will have you 
checking in Tuesday, Dec. 24, 
and checking out Saturday 
morning, Dec. 28. Please 
understand, the dates can be 
modified to your plans. 

If you are using a desktop or 
laptop computer, simply select 
your arrival and departure dates, 
and then click the “Update” 
icon.
